	Description of Service

	The Aged Care Service provides services at all three sites of Alfred Health- The Alfred, Caulfield Hospital and Sandringham Hospital. At Caulfield Hospital there are four Aged Care Wards, Outpatient Clinics Rehabilitation Wards, an Aged Psychiatry Unit and Community Services. The Alfred is a major tertiary hospital where the Aged Care Service provides consultations, orthogeriatrics and Mobile Assessment and Treatment Services (MATS).  Sandringham Hospital is a community hospital where the Aged Care Service provides a consultancy service, including orthogeriatrics. 
At Alfred Health, trainees rotate through a comprehensive range of geriatric services including hospital consultative service, inpatient aged care and rehabilitation, specialty clinics and community services.  There are nine physicians in geriatric medicine, supported by visiting medical specialists and specialist rehabilitation physicians. Alfred Health Aged Care is a key component of the South Eastern Training Alliance in the Victorian Geriatric Medicine Training Program (ANZSGM, Victoria). Trainees are offered a comprehensive education program coordinated by a Director of Training in Geriatric Medicine including time to attend the Statewide and local training programs.
