	Description of Service

	STAFF: Dr. Michael Brignell  as supervisor, and Dr David Murphy FRAFRM Director of Rehabilitation.  There are six Senior Staff members within the Department of Rehabilitation and Geriatric Medicine , 2 Registrars and 2 HMO’s and 2 interns. A staff neurologist will also work part-time in the department. An advanced trainee in Rehabilitation Medicine usually fills the other registrar position.

	DEMOGRAPHICS  The immediate Bendigo area has 100,000 population, and the catchment for more specialised services over the Loddon Campaspe Southern Mallee region is 300,000. Rural areas have greater proportion of elderly than capital cities.

	Number/type of Geriatric Beds: 
76 subacute beds, allocated as 30 Rehabilitation (Orthopedic, Neurological, Musculoskeletal and Amputee and 38 GEM (Geriatric Evaluation and Management beds).  In addition there are 10 Hospice/ Palliative Care beds and 8 secure dementia assessment beds in a shared ward with Aged psychiatry.
Exposure to all these areas, particularly Rehabilitation Medicine is available for an intending trainee.  
	Specialty Clinics:
Includes Falls and Mobility Clinic, CADMS Clinic, Continence Service, Senior Stream Pain Clinic.

A movement disorder clinic will be established in 2009. 


	Consult Services:
Regular consultative & geriatric liaison rounds occur in the acute wards of Bendigo Hospital.  Our ACAS Geriatricians provide consultation in the Bendigo community and throughout the Loddon Campaspe Southern Mallee region.
	Domiciliary Assessment: 
In conjunction with the ACAS and the Bendigo Home Assessment and Rehabilitation team. 


	Outpatient Clinics/ Community Rehabilitation Centres:
Bendigo Health runs the John Lindell Community Rehabilitation Centre and the Stewart Cowen Community Rehabilitation Centre.  These two facilities provide an extensive range of Neurological, Musculoskeletal and General Outpatient Rehabilitation and Aged Care programs.

	Other services: 
The service also supports transition care beds in the community, residential in-reach, and weekly regional visits to many smaller hospitals. The transition program also operates at Echuca & Swan Hill. Telemedicine support to these services is under development, and would be a potential project.

The division also operates residential  care facilities, and the local district nursing, Linkages/CACP and HARP programs.

	FORMAL TRAINING:  The site has an integrated service model that provides training in sub-acute care, Geriatric medicine, Assessment and Rehabilitation.  There is a computer, library, research and quality assurance activities, ready access to relevant online search facilities and hard copy journals as well as quality improvement training. 

Bendigo Health is part of the Northern Training Alliance of the Victorian Geriatric Medicine Training Program (VGMTP), in partnership with Austin, Northern and St Vincent’s Health. Advanced Trainees in Geriatric Medicine have access to the Director of Training of the Alliance, and the Fellow in Geriatric Medicine to assist with training needs. Trainees are encouraged to attend the VGMTP statewide training program, held twice a month on Thursday afternoons and the monthly meetings of the Australian & NZ Society for Geriatric Medicine. There are also education sessions held within the northern training alliance. Rosters will be adjusted to ensure this attendance is possible.

	Lectures / Trainee Tutorials:

There is a regular professional development program occurring within the Division of Medicine. 
	Journal Club:

Weekly with a rotating presentation roster.



	Grand Rounds:

Case review meetings are held within the Department of Rehabilitation and Geriatric Medicine. 

Grand rounds weekly in Dept of Medicine.

	Other Specialty Links:

There are strong links with the Bendigo Hospital particularly the Medical ward where there is a weekly case conference. Urologist attends the continence clinic. Neurologist based on campus.




	INFORMATION INFRASTRUCTURE

	Library:

The library is located within the Bendigo Regional Clinical School, adjacent to the Campus.  The Department of Rehabilitation and Geriatric Medicine maintains a small library of current texts.  There is access to the internet including the Clinicians Health Channel.  There is access to an extensive range of journals both in hard copy and online full text.


	IT:

Bendigo Health has an advanced IT infrastructure.  There is an office and desk computer allocated to the trainee and access to a notebook computer and data projector as required.  



	Research:

Access to other specialty advice is available within the division.  Bendigo Health runs a collaborative health education resource centre (CHERC) which has extensive university affiliations.


	Quality Assurance:

There is a focus on quality activities including clinical risk management, the ACHS EQuIP program, the Bendigo Health’s Best Practice in  Rehabilitation Project, regular clinical review meetings, mortality audits and participation in the statewide Stroke audit and AROC data analysis program.

Involvement is available by negotiation 


	Research/presentations:

Presentation is usually one presentation per month at the Journal Club, case presentation or grand rounds.


	Teaching responsibilities:
