	PROGRAM: 

Eastern Health provides a broad range of acute, subacute, clinic and community based aged care services across a large area of Eastern Melbourne and into rural catchments. Campuses are spread across Box Hill Hospital (Box Hill), the Peter James Centre (Burwood), Wantirna Health (Wantirna), Angliss Hospital (Ferntree Gully), Yarra Ranges Health (Lilydale) and Healesville Hospital (Healesville). 
Advanced trainee positions can be tailored to suit a broad range of needs from acute care through to community assessments. The close relationship with neuro rehab, amputee rehab, palliative care and mental health would also allow for elective rotations for trainees wishing to upskill in these areas.
Eastern Health also can arrange a rural experience with community visits and exposure to smaller facilities with direct GP interaction providing care of the elderly, all within one hour of (remunerated) driving time. 

 Geriatric Evaluation and Management Units have been redesigned into 5 units (over four campuses) to allow time for advanced trainee involvement with aged care clinics and ACAS work. Additionally advanced trainees will not be rostered for clinical duties on Thursdays afternoons to allow for attendance at the statewide training program. On the alternative Thursdays, this non-clinical time will be preserved for a local alliance meeting and project work.
