	GCH: The Orthogeriatric Program within the Gold Coast Hospital is a specialist geriatric service that manages the peri-operative medical management of elderly patients within the orthopaedic unit, as well as providing supervision for early mobilization and rehabilitation.                
	Robina Hospital: Geriatric and Rehabilitation Unit is a 20 bed inpatient unit with 10 designated rehabilitation beds, and 10 beds (in a secure wing) dedicated for the management of behavioural and psychological symptoms of dementia.

The unit is supported by a full complement of nursing and allied health staff, including a CNC (Dementia), a neuropsychologist (under recruitment), physiotherapist, occupational therapist and a leisure therapist. 

The unit is associated with the memory clinic which is a new initiative expected to commence in the second half of 2011. Also available (as supernumerary) is attendance to the falls / balance clinic (again starting in the second half of 2011), as well as visits to residential aged care facilities and domiciliary assessments.
