	PROGRAM: 

St Vincent’s Health is part of the Northern Training Alliance in Geriatric Medicine, in partnership with Austin Health, Northern Health and Bendigo Health.  

Aged Care Services are located on two campuses: St Vincent’s Hospital in Fitzroy and St George’s Hospital in Kew.  The St Vincent’s Hospital site has an active inpatient consultative service with daily rounds of the acute inpatient service including medical and orthopaedic units. It comprises 23 geriatric medical (GEM) beds and 4 GEM plus beds. The St George’s site has 34 GEM beds, an Interim / Transition care ward, and multidisciplinary specialist clinics. The ACAS is located on both campuses whilst Aged Psychiatry inpatient services are located on the St Georges site.  St Vincent’s is the lead hospital in the Victorian Geriatric Medicine Training Program. 

There are 3 fulltime geriatricians and 2 fulltime assistant geriatricians (one additional EFT anticipated in 2010) There are 3 sessional  geriatricians over the two campuses. In addition to the two hospitals the Health Service includes, a hospice, extensive ambulatory services and four residential aged care facilities.
