	Description of Service

	Training at Western Health: 

Western Health endeavours to tailor its training program to the needs and interests of individual registrars including those working part time.
Western Health offers trainees exposure to a comprehensive range of clinical services including the largest acute care of the elderly program in Victoria, Orthogeriatric and Delirium units, Geriatric Evaluation and Management (GEM), secure GEM, Restorative Care, Transitional Care, specialty clinics and hospital & community based assessments (ACAS).  One rotation allows attendance at clinics, rural visits (at least weekly), ACAS home visits and rounds with the wound service.  Another popular six month rotation is through the Psychogeriatric inpatient service and the APATT community team.  A palliative care rotation can also be arranged.   

There is also an extensive education program. Trainees attend the fortnightly statewide Victorian Geriatric Medicine Training Program (VGMTP) sessions, a local second monthly program tailored to the needs of Western Alliance trainees and various other local training activities including those expected in a teaching hospital. Supportive senior medical staff supervise all aspects of training. The director of training in Geriatric Medicine is based at Sunshine Hospital and since 2007 the Western Alliance Fellow in Geriatric Medicine has been based at Western Health.

Western Health is a major partner in the Western Training Alliance of the (VGMTP), together with Melbourne Health, Barwon Health and Ballarat Health

Registrars at Western Health usually rotate through positions at Melbourne Health and this page should be read in conjunction with the Melbourne Health page.  Both Western Health and Melbourne Health have clinical schools affiliated with the University of Melbourne.
